A. Welcome and Introductions
Mr. Robinson brought the meeting to order at 3:07pm. Introductions were made. 
Mr. Robinson asked for a motion to approve the minutes for the February 14th meeting. Mr. Anchor made a motion, seconded by Ms. Funk, to approve the minutes. Motion passed. 
B. overview of burrell behavioral health
Mr. Robinson invited Ms. Funk to discuss the services offered by Burrell Behavioral Health. Ms. Funk briefly discussed the history, expansion, and future plans for the organization. She highlighted important features of their website and access care at the Springfield Walk-in Clinic. A few general questions were posed by those in attendance. 
C. Vehicle Status updates
Mr. Thomason reported that Ms. Dixon with MoDOT Transit was settling into her new job. She is working to get applications submitted, but FTA seems to be asking for a different information. Ms. Dixon is closing to gathering this new information.
D. Member reports
Mr. Robinson reported that OATS will be implementing new scheduling software. It is a much better software package, but its implementation will require substantial training and changes to how OAT’s dispatchers operate. He also discussed how funding limitations have altered his plans to offer new services in Greene County.
Mr. Anchor reported demand for his service is strong. His trips have shifted to more local trips, rather than medical trips to Springfield. He also discussed staffing challenges. 
The board also discussed the broader funding situation in Missouri and ways to possibly education local legislators on the transportation needs of seniors and individuals with disabilities. 
Ms. Fisher reported CU Transit was applying for an FTA grant for two electric buses. 
E. Other Business
Mr. Thomason asked Mr. Anchor if he would be willing to host the LCBT in August. He said he was. The board agreed it would be a good location.
