1. Call to order: Ryan Nicholls called the meeting to order at 3:05 pm.

2. Approval of April 12th meeting minutes: Mr. Nicholls asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the minutes.  Hearing none, Carol Cruise moved for approval of the minutes, and Terry Whaley seconded the motion.  Mr. Nicholls called the question and the minutes were approved unanimously

3. Approval of meeting agenda. Mr. Nicholls asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the agenda. 4. Update and Discussion on the bicycle plan draft.  Jerany Jackson and Terry Whaley presented the summary and final draft of the Bicycle/Pedestrian Plan after working with local planners from the MPO jurisdictions as well as MPO staff. The final draft includes regional on-street and off-street pathway routes that, in some places, connects to the Vision 20/20 Linear Park Trails or Greenways This plan reflects changes made after Terry and Jerany met with local planers on June 28th.   The plan also includes contiguous jurisdictions that do not belong to the MPO in the present, but that may be part of in a near future such as Ash Grove, Walnut Grove, Fair Grove, and Rogersville in Greene County. The plan gives general recommendations and then discusses individual suggestions that apply to each jurisdiction. The plan focuses on bicycling as a mode of transportation, but it also recommends the development of bicycle-based tourism for the area.  Mr. Whaley and Mrs. Jackson discussed the map changes such as the internal plans of each municipality of the OTO boundary being shown on the map.  They also recommended that Nixa develop an internal pedestrian plan, as they do not have an adopted plan.  The MPO staff recommends that a pedestrian element be added to the plan as a whole.  The staff will be responsible for adding these components to the plan by July 26th.  Once these elements are added, the staff will send out a copy for review and approval for the next BAC meeting.  The staff asks the BAC to please send any comments or ideas to help develop the pedestrian aspect of the plan, the committee agrees.

Dawne Gardner agreed to develop the Safe Routes to School portion of the plan.  

Terry Whaley agreed to add to the education and safety portion of the plan with the help of the MPO staff.

Nixa decided to make a request to the Technical Committee or the Board to have the MPO staff develop their internal sidewalk plan.

5. Other Business.
