1. Call to order: Ryan Nicholls called the meeting to order at 3:05 pm.

2. Approval of February 8th meeting minutes: Mr. Nicholls asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the minutes.  Hearing none, David Hutchison moved for approval of the minutes, and Coy Hart seconded the motion.  Mr. Nicholls called the question and the minutes were approved unanimously

3. Approval of meeting agenda. Mr. Nicholls asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the agenda.  Hearing none, Coy Hart moved for approval of the agenda, and Paul Engel seconded the motion.  Mr. Nicholls called the question and the agenda was approved unanimously

4. Report on Bicycle Surveys. Adriana Giraldo reported the status of the bicycle survey. 

· Surveys have been distributed in city halls, community centers, bike shops, and public meetings throughout the OTO area. See attached table.

· Approximately 2,000 surveys have been distributed.

· 73 filled out surveys have been received to the date. 

· The expected return rate is:  minimum 10% (200 surveys), and maximum 15-20% (300-400 surveys)

· Adriana Giraldo will have some preliminary results from the survey for the next committee meeting.

Sara Edwards commented that surveys would also be distributed at the public meeting for the Kansas Expressway Extension to be held at the Nixa Community Center on March 24th, 2005.

Coy Hart showed three recorded news reports about the bicycle plan and the bicycle survey televised by KY3 News on February 26th and March 2nd and KOLR 10 News on February 26th.  The committee members commented that the media coverage for the survey had been very appropriate and informative.

5. Discussion on Bicycle Plan Goals and Objectives: Adriana Giraldo asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the existing goals and objectives of the Bicycle System in the OTO Long Range Transportation Plan.

David Hutchison proposed changes to the last two objectives to be read as: “Provide and coordinate programs for bicyclists and motorists”, and  “Provide and coordinate programs to promote bicycling and bicycling safety.

Sara Edwards proposed a new objective that includes the partnership with other organizations to promote safe bicycling in the MPO area.
Ms. Edwards explained that these are the preliminary goals and objectives for the plan, but this committee may modify them if necessary after receiving the public input (See attached Goals and Objectives). Ms. Edwards also recommends that the approved bicycle plan, result of this planning process, replace the existing bicycle system section on the Long Range Transportation Plan. Therefore, the recommendations on the existing section should be included in the Regional Bicycle Plan.

6. Discuss planning criteria and design standards: David Hutchinson gave a general explanation of the standards and criteria that the City of Springfield used at the beginning of the process, which were developed by the University of North Carolina. Mr. Hutchison also said that in more current research this university created new measures known as BCI: Bicycle Compatibility Index and BLOS: Bicycle Level of Service, which are emerging as national standard for quantifying the bicycle-friendliness of a roadway. Mr. Hutchison recommended the committee to use these two measures in the development of the Regional Bicycle Plan.

· Adriana Giraldo will do some research about BCI and BLOS and explain the topic more in depth in the next committee meeting. 

· David Hutchison announced that Springfield standards will be ready in a couple of weeks and he will bring a copy of the final document to the next committee meeting.

Kelly Hasner asked if storm grate standards would also be recommended to guide public works departments in the MPO jurisdictions. Sara Edwards explained that the existing Long Range Transportation Plan, Bicycle system already recommends retrofitting existing storm water inlet drains to models that are “bicycle safe.” Mrs. Edwards added that the MPO also have proposed roadway design standards that include bicycle facilities. 

7. Other Business. David Hutchison commented about a challenge for the implementation of the bicycle-parking ordinance in Springfield. Recently a new restaurant that will be located on Kansas Expressway is required to provide 17 parking spaces for bicycles. However, this location currently does not have a safe connection with adjacent roads for bicyclists, making it almost impossible to get there on a bike.

9. Adjourn: Jerany Jackson made the motion to adjourn the meeting. Ken Boatright seconded the motion. Mr. Nicholls adjourned the meeting at 4:00 p.m.

OTO Long Range Transportation Plan

Bicycle System

Goal: 

Improve the safety, comfort and popularity of bicycling in the Ozarks Transportation Organization study area.
Objectives:

· Conduct a bicycle suitability assessment for the entire MPO area.

· Provide a bicycle route system that connects major destinations and attractions to neighborhoods. 

· Provide a bicycle system that utilizes off street bicycle paths, on-street bicycle lanes, signed routes and local streets. 

· Coordinate sidewalks and bicycle routes to provide a complimentary transportation network.

· Provide a continuous bicycle system that is coordinated among all MPO jurisdictions.

· Utilize roadway and trail infrastructure to create a functional bicycle system.

· Ensure that all bicycle facilities are consistent with the bicycling system plan.

· Provide a bicycle system that provides safe direct routes connecting desired destinations for people.

· Ensure serviceable operation of bicycle facilities and services.

· Encourage enforcement of ordinances related to bicycle operation and safety.

· Provide a bicycling system that promotes bicycling as one of several modes of transportation for employment, school, shopping, social, recreation, and other trip purposes.

· Provide a bicycle facility system designed to permit motorists and bicyclists to safely coexist on the same roadways.

· Provide for the effective administration of a bicycle system and policy.

· Identify and pursue funds for improvements to the bicycle system.

· Provide and coordinate education programs for bicyclists and motorists.
· Provide and coordinate programs to promote bicycling and bicycling safety.
· Explore partnership with other organizations to promote safe bicycling in the MPO area
