1. Call to Order:  Chair, Kelly Hasner, called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm.

2. Approval of the February 14th, 2006 Minutes:  Mr. Hasner asked if there were any corrections, additions or changes to be made to the minutes.  Hearing none, Carol Cruise motioned that the minutes be approved; Dawne Gardner seconds the motion.  Mr. Hasner called the question; the motion passed unanimously.
3. Approval of the March 14th, 2006 Meeting Agenda:  Mr. Hasner asked if there were any corrections additions or changes to be made to the agenda.  Hearing, none, Coy Hart moved to approve the agenda and Carol Cruise seconded the motion.  Mr. Hasner called the question; the motion passed unanimously. 
4. Review and approval of the BPAC By-Laws: The OTO staff handed out copies of the proposed by-laws for the committee.  The staff explains the by-laws were created using the Technical Committee’s by-laws as a template. The staff reviews each section of the by-laws allowing the committee to comment or make changes. Motion #2-Judy Stainback moved that a rotation system will be established by the OTO to choose a Chair and Vice-Chair after the committee’s initial meeting; the motion was seconded by Ms. Gardner.  Mr. Hasner called the question; the motion passed unanimously. 
5. OTO BPAC Appointments: The staff informed the committee of the appointments that had been made so far:  MSU, Republic, Greene County, and Springfield. The staff reminded the committee members that recommended appointments could be sent via email.
6. OTO BPAC Meeting Schedule: The OTO staff handed out copies of the meeting schedule for the rest of 2006.
7. Other Business:

· Safe Routes to School-The OTO BPAC committee will be responsible for SR2S activities within the OTO planning area starting in July 2006.  Ozark Greenways will mark the Frisco Hi-Line Trail as a SR2S path starting April 28th in Willard.  Dan Rudge announced that he was chosen as the MODOT District 8 representative of the statewide Missouri SR2S Committee.  He explained that Missouri will receive $1 million dollars for the program available starting FY 07. The call for applications will be in the fall.
· OTO-Dan Rudge announced that Davonna Morgan would be leaving OTO to start a new job in Dalton, GA.  The committee thanked her for her hard work.
8. Adjournment: Mr. Hasner adjourned the meeting at 3:40 pm.
